Recipes for January
   Two comforting winter puddings this month, both  
   are easy to make and quick to cook in a microwave.

Sticky Toffee Pudding

Pudding      Toffee coating
75g (3ozs) butter or marg.   4 tablesp. soft brown sugar
 
75g (3ozs) soft brown sugar   2tablesp. golden syrup
100g (4ozs) self-raising flour   50g (2ozs) butter or marg.
100g (4ozs) dates, chopped   4 tablesp. water
1 level teasp. baking powder   2 teasp. vanilla ess.

1. Soften butter or marg. in a mixing bowl then add all the remaining  ingre-
dients for the pudding and mix well.   Place mixture in a greased 1.2ltr 
(2pt) pie dish.

2. Cook on full power for approx. 5 mins.
3. Place all toffee coating ingredients in a pan and simmer for a few mins. 

before pouring over the hot pudding.
Serve with custard sauce or ice cream.

Lemon Dumplings

Sauce       Dumplings
4 tablesp. lemon curd    10g (4ozs) self-raising flour
juice of 1 lemon     good pinch of salt
2 tablesp. Water         50g (2ozs) shredded suet
      grated rind of 1 lemon
      25g (2ozs) sugar

1. Mix together lemon curd, lemon juice and water, pour into a casserole dish 
with a good fitting lid.

2. Mix together flour, salt, suet, lemon rind and sugar with sufficient cold 
water to make a soft dough.

3. Divide dough into 8 pieces and with floured hands shape into balls.   Place 
on top of sauce, cover and cook on full power for approx. 3 mins.
